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THE IMPORTANCE OF THE MILITARY PROFESSION
FOR RESILIENCE OF SERBIA
IN A FRAGILE SECURITY ENVIRONMENT!

Abstract: In a complex and fragile security environment, Serbia faces a
range of challenges, including the renewed possibility of a European or global
conflict, economic and energy dependence, geopolitical pressures, hybrid threats,
internal political divisions, migration flows, organized crime, and corruption.
In this context, the question arises: How does the military profession in Serbia
contribute to the state’s ability to foresee, withstand, adapt, respond to, and recover
from various shocks, crises, or threats?

The central hypothesis posits that the military profession, as an institutionalized
system of education, training, capacity-building, and utilization of armed
force, represents one of the vital mechanisms for strengthening state resilience,
particularly in the context of Serbia’s military neutrality and commitment to the
concept of total defense. Beyond its central role in developing the capability to
defend territory and sovereignty, the military profession in Serbia has, for more
than two centuries, contributed to society through cooperation with civilian
authorities, the transfer of technical and organizational skills to the civilian
population, and the promotion of a security culture.

This research primarily relies on the realist theoretical approach, emphasizing
the significance of power and deterrence, while also recognizing the proven capacity
of the military profession to affirmatively represent the state in international
contexts through contributions to peacekeeping in line with liberal principles.
The methodology includes a qualitative analysis of historical examples and

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a comparative analysis with states that successfully integrate military and civilian
defense systems. Special emphasis is placed on integrating new technologies into
military training and developing strategies to protect society from emerging
technological threats, such as the use of drones, artificial intelligence, and
cyberattacks.

The findings demonstrate that the professionalization of the military is
necessary but insufficient without effectively involving broader segments of
society in the defense concept. Additionally, the broader societal contribution
of the military profession, including the transfer of organizational and technical
skills, significantly enhances the overall resilience of the state, particularly in
times of rapid technological and security changes. The conclusion is that the
military profession is a critical factor in adapting Serbia to contemporary security
challenges and preserving its sovereignty in an evolving global environment.
