FOREWORD

The continuation of long-lasting cooperation between the Strategic
Research Institute of the Ministry of Defence of the Republic of Serbia and the
Institute of History from Belgrade resulted in the publication of the international
thematic collection of papers: The First World War, Serbia, the Balkans and Great
Powers. In the jubilee year marking the start of the First World War, the two
institutes organised the international scientific conference under the same title,
which was held in the Central Military Club in Belgrade on 24 and 25 September
2014. Papers presented at the conference represent the basis of this publication. The
need for more comprehensive researches that would point to new facts and attempt
to broaden knowledge about the Great War brought about the publication of this
collection, which contains 33 papers of historians from Serbia, Germany, Bulgaria,
Romania, Greece, Belgium, France, Russia, Austria, Japan and Hungary. The papers
are divided into seven thematic units (Historiography, War and Diplomacy, Balkans
in the First World War, Serbian Army in the First World War, Society, Memories, After
the War). By grouping the papers, we aimed to cover the most important topics
relating to the First World War in the Balkans and to shed light on participation of
the great powers in the biggest war conflict up to then. The first thematic unit
contains papers analysing scientific discussions on the war guilt and causes of the
war, including the impact of the war on politics, science and culture in Western
Germany, and writings of the scientific journal Military Historical Gazette about the
Great War. The section War and Diplomacy explores bilateral relations during the
crises that led to the outbreak of the war, diplomatic activities carried out to
preserve neutrality, and the place of small states in the diplomacy of great European
powers. The political, military, geographical and diplomatic importance of the Balkan
states on the eve of the war, during and after the war, is presented in the chapter
Balkans in the First World War. The section Serbian Army in the First World War
sheds new light on the Serbian army in the war (opinions of Russian military experts
on the Serbian army, activity of the Geographic Department of the Serbian General
Staff in the First World War, Serbian war prisoners, Serbian commanding officers,
command of the Serbian army in 1914, activity of the Serbian military judiciary at
the Salonika front and Serbian-Croatian relations in the volunteer corps in Russia).
The section Society analyses the propaganda, characteristics of Austro-Hungarian
occupation systems, the economy in occupied Serbia, impact of the Great War on
gender roles and constructions of gender regimes, attitudes of the American public
opinion towards Serbia, the Black Hand organisation, and situation in the area of the
Austro-Hungarian province of the Kingdom of Dalmatia. The importance of memoire



literature, cultural monuments and national remembrance of the First World War is
covered by the chapter Memories. Two important questions, topical after the war,
are examined in the last section — After the War (work of the Inter-Allied Commission
for the investigation of Bulgarian crimes in Serbia during the Great War and efforts
of the Hungarian government to establish independence and preserve integrity).
The international thematic collection of papers The First World War, Serbia,
the Balkans and Great Powers, presented by the Institute of History from Belgrade
and the Strategic Research Institute of the Ministry of Defence of the Republic of
Serbia to the professional and wider public, should show that the simplification and
political exploitation of these issues for daily political purposes can be overcome
only by tackling the disputable questions in a scientific way. Discussions held within
academic circles are the best way to assign the right place and role to the complex
issues relating to the Great War. Historians’ interest in exploring topics contained in
this publication within the academic framework also helps relieve the most often
burdening historical heritage, with the aim of stabilisation of the Balkans, defining
joint interests and values, and ensuring better cooperation in the field of security.
